The whole thing about grace is that we canôt be disqualified from 
vs.16 by anything weôve struggled with in vs.15! By its very nature, 
grace is unmerited, unearnedðundeserved. If we had earned it, if it 
were deserved, the throne of grace wouldnôt be the channel. The only 
disqualifier is if it remains unrequested...if I fearfully fail to ñcome
