Mat 16:16 KJV Simon Peter answered and said,
Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God. 17
And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed
art thou, Simon Bar-jona: for flesh and blood

™ hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father

which is in heaven. 18 And | say also unto thee,
That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will

build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail
against it. 19 And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom
of heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be
bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth
shall be loosed in heaven.
Entire religious movements have lost the vital content of these
passages, confusing stones with rocks. Simon Peter is not the
focus. This moment is significant not because Peter was
involved but because his declaration was of something truly
revealed to his heart. It was revelation from Father, not just
information gathered from someone else. (...Evidence of
intimacy.)
The greatest impact on your life or ministry will not come
from something your pastor says, from a great TV ministry or
even a Selahgram. It will be that which is spoken directly to
your heart from Father's heart- revealed!

Mat 16:18 AMP And |
tell you, you are Peter
[Greek, Petros--a piece
of rock], and on this
rock [Greek, petra--a
huge rock like Gibraltar]
I will build My church,
and the gates of Hades
shall not overpower it.
[You are Peter, a stone,
but upon the boulder of
revelation, | will build
my church.]

Hell is powerless to
resist that which is
truly revealed within
the heart of any
worshiper-birthed
from intimacy with
God.
